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Century Regional Detention Facility (CRDF) for females - 447 of 4489 tested positive for Chlamydia and 232 of 4492 tested positive for Gonorrhea.
K6G MSM Unit - 80 of 998 tested positive for Chlamydia, 92 of 1254 tested positive for Gonorrhea and 73 of 1225 were diagnosed with Early Syphilis.
Juvenile Hall Females — 302 of 1926 tested positive for Chlamydia, 90 of 2005 tested positive for Gonorrhea and 2 of 828 was diagnosed with Early Syphilis.

Juvenile Hall Males — 349 of 6418 tested positive for Chlamydia, 62 of 6432 tested positive for Gonorrhea and 8 of 1748 was diagnosed with Early Syphilis. 1
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
